The Archaeological site "Roman Baths"
The archaeological site "Roman Baths" – in the city 
center are remains of a building from the Roman era The 
location of the Roman Baths in Čačak was declared as a 
cultural monument.
 
Art Gallery Nadežda Petrović is one of the oldest and 
most important institutions of its type in the country. 

National Museum in Čačak
The residence Jovan Obrenović in Čačak is the city’s 
oldest preserved building apart from the church. 
The National Museum contains three units: the 
period from prehistory to the end of the Middle 
Ages, the churches and monasteries of the Čačak 
region and the uprisings and wars from  1804-1941.

The Permanent ethnographic exhibition in the 
Hadžić House in Gospodar Jovanova Street, features 
exhibits typical for the middle class family from the 
second half of the nineteenth and the 
first half of the twentieth century.

What to see?



The Zapadna Morava river flowing through the Ovčar 
Kablar Gorge and the Međuvršje lake is a popular gather-
ing place for recreationists, nature lovers and athletes, 
especially during the summer months, when sports events 
are organized.

The docks on the Međuvršje lake are the 
starting point, from where the catama-
ran boats take tourist  along the lake 
through some of the most memorable 
landscapes.

AREA OF OUTSTANDIG FEATURES – OVČAR KABLAR GORGE

Recognised as an area of outstanding natural landscape, the Ovčar Kablar Gorge is located just a few kilometres 
from Čačak. A region rich in diverse flora and fauna, extensive forest complexes, lakes and thermal-mineral 
springs, the Ovčar-Kablar gorge is also popularly known as the “Little Holy Mountain of Serbia”, owing to a 
number of local monasteries dating back to the Middle Ages. One of the most beautiful gorges in Serbia can be 
easily reached by highway from Belgrade. It represents one of the most attractive destinations in the tourist 
region of Western Serbia.
